Why does the City of Palmetto have this 
program? 

The City of Palmetto has 
received several requests 
from Palmetto and Mana-
tee County residents who 
were familiar with memori-
al tree planting programs 
in other communities. The Living Tree Me-
morial serves a dual purpose of preserv-
ing and planting trees in the City and sat-
isfying a community need for a way to 
honor loved ones in such a positive and 
beneficial manner. The gift of a tree 
keeps growing and giving to the commu-
nity for a lifetime.  

 

What do I get for $350? 

A memorial tree and plaque cost $350. 
The trees are 30-gallon size, 8 feet tall 
and 2–inch caliper. The City's Facilities 
and Events Specialist will help individuals 
select an appropriate location for the 
tree. The species must be suitable for the 
City of Palmetto’s climate and soil to in-
crease the tree’s chances of survival. The 
City purchases, plants and maintains the 
trees. The City will install the memorial 
plaque, but will not be responsible for re-
placement of stolen or damaged plaques.
